Ed.D. – Ph.D. difference:
The curricular/course requirements are virtually the same for the 90 cr. hr. degree as a Ph.D. or an Ed.D.

Ph.D. is awarded by the University Graduate School, Ed.D. by SoE;

Ph.D. requires 4 dissertation committee members, Ed.D. requires 3;

Residency for Ph.D. is 9cr. hrs. for two semesters, 6 cr. hrs. over three semesters for Ed.D.;

Goal for Ed.D. is different: aimed at administrators and practitioners
We have two options to obtain an Ed.D. degree: the 90 credit hour degree or the 60 hour post-master’s degree

The 60 hr. post-master’s is only available as an Ed.D.
